Consultant shall have no claim for any pavment of compensation, or otherwise
whatsoever, on account of any profit or advance which he might have derived from
the execution of the works in full but which he did not derive on consequence of the
foreclosure of the whole or part of the work.

All design and drawings shall be the property of Cantonment Board Chakrata and
the name & logo of Cantonment Board Chakrata shall be predominantly displayed
on all the drawings and documents, The originals of approved completion drawings
be on good quality reproducible on tracing paper. The proprietary rights of design
shall remain with Cantonment Board Chakrata.

The Consultant shall be fully responsible for evolving safe, economic, technically
sound and correct design and shall ensure that the planning and designing of the work
is carried out based MES SSR specification, latest ISI codes of practices, legislation,
other relevant bye-laws and good engineering practices. The Consultant shall
guarantee the structural stability and performance of all the structures, conveyances
system and services after completion. The bill of quantities and specifications shall be
as per MES SSR or as instructed.

The Consultant will give undertaking that all drawings, design, specifications, plans
estimates and other documents will be prepared and furnished to suit the particular
local conditions of the site in the most economical manner. The Consultant will work
out economic design and adopt specification so as to ensure that the estimates
approved by Cantonment Board Chakrata at initial stages are not exceeded on
completion of work. At any stage during the progress of the work, if any defect is
noticed in the drawings, design, specifications, plans, estimates or other documents,
the Consultant shall provide free of cost fresh designs /drawings / specifications /
estimates and other documents within a period of the seven days from the date of
notice issued by Cantonment Board Chakrata in this regard, The Consultant shall also
indemnify the Cantonment Board Chakrata against any losses arising due to such
defective drawings, designs, specifications, estimates, or other documents supplied by
the Consultant.

While providing consultancy services, the Consultant shall ensure that there is no
infringement of any patent or design rights and he shall be fully responsible for
consequences / any actions due to any such infringement. Consultant shall keep
Cantonment Board Chakrata indemnified all the times and shall bear the losses
suffered by Cantonment Board Chakrata in this regard.

The statutory deduction of income tax or other taxes / dues shall bé made from the
payment released to Consultant from time to time and same are deemed to be
included in the Consultants fees and nothing extra shall be payable to Consultant in
this regard. However, GST if applicable on consultancy fees shall be reimbursed to
Consultant over the fees mentioned in on submission of proof of depositing the same
with statutory authorities,

The agreement may be terminated at any time by Cantonment Board Chakrata upon
one month's notice in writing being given to Consultant, if the Consultant’s work is
not found 1o be satisfactory according to the terms of the agreement. In case the
agreement is terminated on account of Consultant’s work not being satisfactory,
Cantonment Board Chakrata will get the work done at the risk and cost of the
consultant.

PENALTY

In case of the Consultant fails to complete the work within the contract cperiod or
extended period, liquidated damages @ 1% per week of the total fees subject to as
maximum of 10% of the total fees payable shall be levied on the Consultant.
Cantonment Board Chakrata shall be entitled to deduct such damages from the dues
that may be pavable to the Consultant.

FORCE MAJEURE CLAUSE
